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Swapo asks court to evict

AN URGENT application to
evictagroup of people who have
been camping at Swapo’s na-
tional headquarters in Windhoek
since last Octoberis scheduled to
be heard in the Windhoek High
Court next Friday.

The hearing of the urgent
application was postponed by
judge Gabriel Komboni yes-
terday, to give the respondents
in the matter time to get legal
representation and file docu-
ments with the court to answer
to a sworn statement by Swapo
secretary general Sophia Shan-
ingwa.

Komboni postponed the hear-
ing after a representative of a
group of 50 people cited as re-
spondents in the matter, Matheus
Nangolo, asked the judge to
postpone the party’s urgent

application for three months
to give the group time to find a
legal representative.

With the party’s lawyer in
the matter, Mathias Kashindi,
objecting to a postponement
of three months, Komboni
rescheduled the hearing of the
application for 27 March.

Swapo is asking the court to
declare the “unauthorised oc-
cupation” of its premises and
a pavement area at the party’s
national headquarters in Wind-
hoek as unlawful.

The party is also asking the
court to issue an order for the
evictionof people whohave been
camping atits headquarters since
last October and an order that
the campers should remove their
camping material and vacate the
party’s premises.

A group of demonstrators
has been camping at the Swapo

headquarters since 22 October,
Shaningwa says in an affidavit
filed with the court.
Sheinformed the court that the
demonstrators are insisting they
will stay put until their demands
have been metor questions about
financial assistance alleged to
have been given for the repatria-
tionof exiled Namibiansin 1989
have been answered.
According to Shaningwa, the
demonstrators have been de-
manding clarity about whathap-
pened to funds allegedly given
by the United Nations (UN) to
Swapo to be distributed among
Namibians who returned from
exile at the end of Namibia’s
national liberation struggle.
Shaningwa states in her af-
fidavit: “It must be noted that
the demonstrators, however,
have never disclosed the sources
of their information as to who

informed them about the exist-
ence of funds allegedly given to
Swapo by the UN.”

She also informed the court
that a meeting between herself,
the demonstrators, government
representatives and representa-
tives of the UN in Namibia took
place on 17 January.

During that meeting, a rep-
resentative of the United Na-
tions High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR) informed
the group camping at the Swapo
headquarters that the UNHCR
provided basic assistance to
support the initial reintegration
of Namibian returnees in 1989,
that available donor funds were
fully utilised and accounted for,
and that no earmarked funds
were retained by the UNHCR in
Namibia, Shangingwa recounts
in her statement.

THE government has launched
a phased N$14-million project
to replace shacks with serviced
land at Otjiwarongo, beginning
with water infrastructure in Eie
Risiko informal settlement.

This was announed by urban
and rural development minister
James Sankwasaatahanding over
ceremony of a newly installed
water reticulation network at
Otjiwarongo’s extensions 16 and
17 on Monday

“Through collaboration be-
tween the government, the
municipality, and community
organisations such as the Shack
Dwellers Federation of Namibia,
we are transforming informal set-
tlements into dignified, serviced
neighbourhoods where people

can live safely and with pride.
“Our vision is clear: within the
nextyear, we would like to see the
gradual disappearance of shacks
in this area,” Sankwasa said.

The installation of the water
reticulation project forms part
of the upgrades to the informal
settlement.

Through this project, 404 plots
have been serviced with water,
and 80 households have been con-
nected to taps and water meters.

Otjiwarongo has four legal
informal settlements — Ombili,
DRC, Tsaraxa-Aibes, Ombili
New, and Eie Risiko.

Sankwasa said the next steps
are to ensure the provision of
electricity, properroads, and sew-
erageinfrastructure forresidents.
“These services are essential if we
are to build sustainable and fully

integrated communities,” he said.

He noted that in 2020, records
showed there were 1 044 struc-
tures in the settlement. He added
that the government is committed
to upgrading and servicing two
more blocks, in collaboration
with partners.

Sankwasa commended com-
munity members for carrying out
mostof the work themselves, sup-
ported by local plumbers, making
it more affordable.

“When the government, com-
munities, and the private sector
work together, we can acceler-
ate development and bring real
change to people,” he empha-
sised.

Sankwasa urged community
members who are unable to af-
ford house construction to work
together with the shack dwellers

After the meeting on

IPC MP proposes Henties Bay rename to honour Nujoma

INDEPENDENT Patriots for
Change shadow minister of urban
and rural development Armas
Amukoto has proposed renaming
Henties Bay to ‘Sam Nujoma Bay’
in honour of Namibia’s founding
president.

The proposal comes as Na-
mibians prepare to celebrate the
country’s 36th independence an-
niversary, with Amukoto urging
citizens to reflect on the country’s
liberation history and those who
sacrificed their lives for freedom.

He says Sam Nujoma, like any
human being, had shortcomings,
but his contribution to Namibia’s
independence should remain the
focus. Amukoto says 1929, the
year associated with the founding
of Henties Bay, is also the founding
president’s birth year.

“At this moment, we must
count on what he has contributed
positively to our freedom and in-

dependence,” he says.

Amukotoemphasises thatrecog-
nising liberation heroes is essential
to honouring Namibia’s past.

“By recognising them, we hon-
our them, especially our founding
president,” he says.

Headds that the proposed renam-
ing goes beyond symbolism.

“It is about history, identity, and
the continued journey of Namibia
to fully reclaim its national space
from colonial remnants.”

He says many Namibian towns,
streets and public spaces still reflect
colonial-era narratives, instead
of the country’s own history and
liberation struggle.

Henties Bay was named after
South African prospector Hendrik
van der Merwe, who reportedly
discoveredafreshwater source near
the Omaruru River mouthin 1929.

Amukoto questions whether
such historical references should
continue todefine Namibia’s public
spaces. “For far too long, many

of our geographical names have
reflected colonial narratives rather
than the sacrifices of the Namibian
people who fought for the freedom
of this land,” he says.

He cites the example of Na-
mibia’s parliament, historically
known as the Tintenpalast, which
carried a German colonial name

before independence.

“Independence did not only
mean political freedom, it also
meant restoring dignity, restoring
identity, and ensuring that our
national spaces honour ourown he-
roes and our own history,” he says.

He describes Nujomaasacentral
figure inNamibia’sliberation strug-
gle, who mobilised citizens, led
resistance againstcolonial rule, and
guided the country toindependence
in 1990. “The Namibia we stand in
today, the democratic republic we
debate in today, exists because of
the courage, resilience and leader-
ship of men and women like Sam
Nujoma,” Amukoto says.

He says renaming Henties Bay
to Sam Nujoma Bay would be a
historic national recognition of
Nujoma'’s role in shaping Namib-
ia’s destiny. Amukoto references
international examples, including
“‘Nelson Mandela Bay’, to support
his proposal. “Namibia should be
no different,” he says.
